WAYS TO INCREASE SCHOOL/FAMILY/COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT
· Present a classroom/school environment that is warm and inviting.

· Have the classroom/school reflect the make-up of the community through artwork, pictures, and news articles.

· Identify the needs, problems, and interests of the students/community.

· Schedule meetings that meet the needs/concerns of the community.
· Use community liaison persons such as a counselor, PPW, other parents, community organization leaders to help make contact with other family and community members.

· Schedule several meetings in locations other than the school building.

· Use a variety of methods to notify parents about meetings and other school activities, (e.g., personal telephone calls, contact by other parents, community bulletins, radio station announcements, note, school/class newsletters, and bilingual communication).

· Invite speakers who are role models for the community (e.g., parents, other family members, and former graduates).

· Encourage family participation in school or community functions by providing services such as transportation and childcare throughout the school year.

· Present multicultural programs or activities throughout the school year.

· Encourage students, families, and communities to share various aspects of their culture with others.

· Create a classroom/school atmosphere that lets all family and community members know that they can make a difference and can bring about positive change.

· Extend invitations to classroom/school activities that make families and community members feel wanted and needed.

· Encourage and utilize the support of established organizations such as the local PTO or community groups to help recruit family and community members in school activities.
